Before installing these taps the water supply must be thoroughly
flushed in order to remove any swarf, solder etc.

Remove the protective cap
from the base assembly.

Installation

Feed the base
through the
sink hole from
the top.
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If the surface the tap is being fitted to is over 8mm;
or you feel the tap needs extra stability, follow the
alternative installation steps overleaf.

Turn the hexagonal
key clockwise until
. the base is secured.

Grease the
O-Rings using the
Molykote Grease
provided.
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Drop the Plain Inlet
Connector into
the base.
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Screw the
flexible tails
into the base.

DO NOT
OVER-TIGHTEN

Place your
desired tap
onto the base.

Ensure flat area of the
plain inlet connector
sitting flush adjacent to
threaded inlet connector
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Connect
the hot and
cold water
connections.

Remove screw
covers and set aside

Secure in place with the
grub screws using the
tool provided.

Thread the
hexagonal key
through the
EasyFit tool and
tighten the grub
screws with an
extra 1/2 turn

Once tightened, replace
the screw covers

Your tap is now
ready to use.




General Cleaning

Bristan products are made from premium materials,
with hand polishing and electroplated finishes.

Your taps or shower should be regularly cleaned with
warm water, a mild pH-neutral liquid soap, and polished
with a soft cloth. Any residues from soap, toiletries etc.
should be rinsed off straight after use.

Household bleaches and cleaners contain harsh chemicals
and may damage the surface finish. Avoid using abrasive
cloths, scouring pads, scrub sponges, steel wool or
anything similar.

Some surfaces such as nickel and pewter may be affected
by the dye found in some cloths, so it is also important to
avoid hanging cloths on spouts.

Operation - Eco-Start

The temperature
will gradually

rise the further
the rotation of the
handle.

Once the handle ceases to
turn, it will be supplying the
maximum temperature.

Alternative Installation for Surfaces Out of Tolerance/Extra Stability

Turn the
hexagonal key
anti-clockwise
to remove the
back nut from
the EasyFit
Base.

Feed the base through the
sink hole from the top.

Turn the hexagonal key
clockwise to secure the
EasyFit Base.

Feed the Reinforcing Plate
(if required) and Back nut up
to the underside of the sink.

Proceed to Step 4 of
the Installation Steps.

Unscrew the
aerator housing.

Maintenance - Cleaning/Replacing Outlet

Remove the
aerator from
housing. Clean
and replace as
necessary.
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Secure the aerator. Turn on the

mains water supply, letting the

water flow for a few minutes to
flush through the system.

Maintenance - Cartridge Removal/ Replacement

IMPORTANT
Isolate the
water supply

before starting!

Remove the
handle and
shroud.

Scan the QR Code and search for
your product code to replace the
cartridge for your tap.

Unscrew
retaining nut and
remove valve.
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Reverse the steps to replace the
valves and handles.

Turn on the mains water
supply, letting the water flow
for a few minutes to flush
through the system.

Troubleshooting
