Remove the battery cover and insert the batteries in the TRV as

shown in the image bellow.
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Mount the TRV head on the radiator's valve using the destined adaptor.

Optional - The TRV features a locking pin, secured with the supplied
hex screw, which can be tightened using an Allen key to prevent
unwanted dismounting from the adaptor and ensure added security.
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First Setup
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Upon initial power-up, the display will indicate
the symbol £ 3. This symbol will remain visible
until the actuator stem is fully retracted.

No input needed while this symbol is active.

Adjust the display orientation by using dial ring to accommodate the TRV's
installation in any position, whether horizontal or vertical. Confirm by

pressing Setup button.
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Calibration mode - After adjusting the display orientation, the TRV will
enter calibration mode, and the screen will display: 3 . Once the calibration
is complete, the screen will display the setpoint temperature.

Ensure the valve is installed prior to calibration. Failure to do so will
= result in the display showing the 03 error code.
